Key Findings
-

e Average # of total assets possessed by Lower Merion-Narberth
youth has increased from 19.5 (in 2000) to 21.5 (in 2006) out of 40.
The national average is 18.

Current Level of Assets
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32 out of 40 asset categories have increased
from baseline (2000) including:

e Caring School e Achievement
Climate Motivation

e School Boundaries e School Engagement

e Positive Peer e Homework
nfluence e Bonding to School

High Expectations



Only 8 of 40 asset categories decreased (all
only slightly) from baseline (2000) including:

e Caring e Integrity
Neighborhood e Interpersonal

e Community Service Competence

e Creative Activities e Peaceful Conflict

e Religious Resolution

Youth with assets are less likely to be
engaged in risk behaviors.

More Assets = Less Risk Behaviors
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Youth with assets are more likely to be
engaged in thriving behaviors.

e 76% of our youth are
optimistic about their
future.

e More than 70% of our
youth are actively
engaged in and care
about their schools.

e 80% of our youth are
motivated to do well in
school.

78% of our youth have
families that they feel
provide them with high
levels of love and
support.

65% of our youth do
NOT drink on a regular
basis.
